Established in 1849, Yalumba has remained independent and progressive through six generations of ownership by the Hill Smith family and, since 1985, under the guidance of fifth generation Robert Hill Smith. 2009 marks the 10th anniversary of the Wine Star Awards, and the 160th anniversary of Yalumba. 
Robert Hill Smith will accept the award, along with all Wine Star Award honorees, at a gala, black-tie awards ceremony at the New York Public Library in New York on Monday, January 25, 2010.

Editor’s Note: 

About Yalumba: Yalumba was founded in 1849 by Samuel Smith, British migrant and English brewer, who had brought his family to Angaston seeking a new life.  After purchasing a 30-acre parcel of land in the Barossa region, just beyond the southern-eastern boundary of Angaston, Smith and his son began clearing it of native vegetation, planting the first vines by moonlight. Samuel named his patch “Yalumba” – an aboriginal word meaning “all the land around”. The Yalumba wine portfolio commences with the fresh varietal wines of the Y Series, then moves up to capture the essence of the Barossa and Eden Valleys with the Barossa Eden range, explores old world varieties and single-site bottlings in the Hand Picked and Single-Site lines, and culminates with the Rare & Fine wines, including The Virgilius Viognier, The Octavius Barossa Old Vine Shiraz, The Signature Barossa Cabernet Shiraz, The Menzies Coonawarra Cabernet  and The Reserve Barossa Cabernet Shiraz. 
Hill Smith has driven five of his strongest personal interests to the forefront of Yalumba’s recent activities. 
1) Yalumba Old Vine Charter – which details out the appropriate terminology to various ages of vines in order to maintain authenticity in label communication and respectfully celebrate Australia’s treasure of ancient vines. 
2) Yalumba Reserve Charter – which clearly outlines the nomenclature of Yalumba’s use of the term ‘Reserve’ in an effort to maintain authenticity in wine label communication. 
3) Yalumba Distinguished Vineyard Program – A dedicated program since the 1990’s to identify, study, trial & document the vineyard blocks of greatest importance in the Barossa. In 2008, Yalumba released special ‘Single Site’ Shiraz and Grenache bottlings to highlight the Barossa’s diversity and climatic variation. 
4) Yalumba & Masters of Wine Scholarship – international MW Scholarship program available since 2007, awarded to one student annually. 
5) Sustainability – Yalumba has an awarded sustainability program dedicated to reduced carbon emissions, energy efficiency, land conservation & extensive tree & native scrub rejuvenation.
